CIRCULARS FROM PUBLIC AUTHORITIES

I would like to inform you that the Building and Construction Authority had
developed and implemented the CORENET e-Information System, which is a quick,
user-friendly, timely and one-stop electronic access point to the latest codes,
regulation, building and construction information.  It has the support and
contributions from almost all the regulatory agencies, namely AGC, BCA, HDB,
NParks, URA, LTA, MOM, JTC, SPRING, NEA, PUB, FSSB and IDA, and industry
partners such as PowerGas Ltd.

2 The Board has occasionally been receiving circulars from various public
authorities.  These circulars are for the information of practising professional
engineers and it is important that practising professional engineers receive these
circulars timely as they may contain revision to guidelines on design and submission
processes.  Since the CORENET e-Info System can automatically notify registered
users via e-mail of any new construction industry events or circulars, it would not be
prudent for the Board to duplicate the efforts of e-Info system by circulating to all
practising professional engineers hardcopies of circulars it receives from public
authorities.  The Board would therefore advise all practising professional engineers
to register with the CORENET e-Info System to enable you to receive timely
notification of any new construction industry events or circulars.  Registration with
CORENET e-Info System is free.  A guide on how to register with e-Info System, if
you have not already done so, is attached.

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GUIDE ON REGISTERING WITH CORENET e-INFORMATION SYSTEM

1) You can either register with CORENET e-Information System through the internet (proceed to
Step 2), or fill up the form overleaf and send it to Building and Construction Authority.

2) To register online, go to web site at: http://www.corenet.gov.sg/einfo/ and click on Login.

3) If you have not registered before, click on Register (note that registration is free).

4) Make sure you check the 2 boxes under e-Information Notification so as to enable you to receive
via e-mail any new construction industry events or circulars.  When a new circular is deposited
with e-Info system, an e-mail will be sent to you.  The e-mail will contain a hyperlink which will
bring you directly to the new circular.
